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Introduction to the annual LBVCR 
· Formed in 1896 the London to Brighton Veteran Car Run (LBVCR) is the worlds 

longest running motoring event and the UK’s largest motoring event with over 500 
pre 1905 motor car entries and some 500,000 spectators during the Saturday/Sunday.  

· Each first Sunday in November entries (500 plus motor cars and c. 2,000 drivers/
passengers) from all over the world embark on the 60 mile route from Hyde Park to 
Madeira Drive in Brighton celebrating the famous 1896 Emancipation Run which 
formed motoring as we know it today.  

· The annual run celebrates those pioneers of motoring and remains an important Inter-
national event which preserves the heritage of early motoring and displays many inno-
vative technologies of the time including 19th Century electric cars!  

 

The Corporate Entry 
· Until now only those fortunate enough to own or have access to one of these rare mo-

tor cars have been able to take part in the annual LBVCR and enjoy the unique experi-
ence of early motoring. The recent growth of the event has seen it heavily over sub-
scribed for entries making a place on the run increasingly sought after. 

· The organisers have now made available a limited number of corporate entry places, 
providing the rare opportunity for companies to participate and entertain VIP guests 
with the incredible atmosphere and experience of the event. 

· A suitable eligible motor car with 3 passenger seats will be provided along with an 
experienced driver and back up tender vehicle crew to assist along the journey. As a 
Corporate Entry your motor car will be ready and waiting at 6.30am on Sunday          
1 November, for the 06:54am START in Hyde Park and you simply arrive with your 
guests as the driver and tender crew will take care of the rest!   

· Along with the other participants enjoy the unique experience of the ride and the route 
those pioneers of 1896 endured and be part of the start of motoring and its importance 
to our motoring heritage.

Friday 30 October 
· The LBVCR Auction with Bonhams at their

Sunday 1 November 
· All entries assemble from 6am along the 

full length of Serpentine Road, Hyde Park 
ready for the 06:54am START. It takes till 
around 08:30am to depart all 500 entries 

· The pre 1905 motor cars depart in small 
groups out of Hyde Park via Apsley Arch, 
drive down Constitution Hill, past Bucking-
ham Palace and towards Westminster 
Bridge to head south for the A23 route to 
the south coast.  

· The 60 mile route takes the participants via 
Lambeth, Norbury, Croydon, Redhill,        
Gatwick and onto Crawley for the official 
half-way coffee stop. 

· After Crawley the route takes in some of the 
south's most scenic countryside via Cuck-
field, Burgess Hill, Clayton Hill and back 
onto the A23 to Preston Park in Brighton 
for the formal finish prior to the ceremonial 
FINISH in Madeira Drive where thousands 
assemble to welcome the finishers between 
10am and 4.30pm. 

· Each finisher receives the traditional medal.
